We didn’t just drink bourbon. We ate at a wonderful Cuban restaurant one night and had the best Mo-
jito's ever.

Because | knew | had a newsletter to get out when | got home, | of course was thinking stamps the
whole time, mostly! As each distillery was explaining the grain content in each bourbon, | thought of
some of the many great stamps surrounding those grains. To be called a Bourbon Whiskey, there
must be at least 51% of corn in the mash and stored in a new charred oak barrel. Most bourbons
have a remaining mixture of rye and wheat. Some have more wheat and others more rye. Rye gives
it a spicier taste, while a wheated bourbon like Maker's Mark and Weller's from Buffalo Trace are
smoother. You could make a great topical collection around the grain stamps and other products
used in the making of Bourbon. Think oak and copper besides the grains. Bourbon County Kentucky,
which was originally part of Virginia, was named after the French House of Bourbon in gratitude for
Louis XVI of France’s assistance during the American Revolutionary War. There are several good
French stamps honoring the Bourbon family of France. 3

Dead Countries: Stamp Issuing Countries That No Longer Exist by Neil Becker

#28 Tasmania

Anyone who wishes to see a Tasmanian devil in its natural habitat will need to travel 150 miles
south of Australia to the 26,215 sq. mi. island named after its Dutch discoverer, Abel Tasman,
who landed in Blackman Bay in 1642. He originally named it Van Diemen’s Land. He may nev-
er have seen a Tasmanian devil, but found the land occupied by Aborigines (estimated at about
7,000) who have lived there for over 40,000 years. It wasn’t until 1803 that a permanent settle-
ment of Europeans was established when a British military outpost was established, occupied by
only 50 people, 24 of whom were convicts from England. Over the next 16 years more than
75,000 convicts were shipped to the island, about 40% of the new arrivals. By 1830, due to bat-
tles, mass killings and disease, only about 300 Aborigines remained. In 1856 Van Diemen’s
Land became a British Colony and was renamed Tasmania. In 1901 Tasmania joined the Com-
monwealth of Australia.

The first postage stamps of Van Diemen’s Land were
seen in 1853 with 1p and 4p imperforate designs featur-
ing Queen Victoria (as did all other stamps issued up to
1 1899). The Chalon portrait was featured on stamps first
Jissued in1855 in 1p, 2p and 4p denominations. In 1858
Jtwo new frame designs in 6p and 1sh denoms arrived
with the new name “Tasmania.” All five of those ap-
peared imperforated, in two papers, unwatermarked and
. watermarked, and in several different perforation sizes
Tasmania #1 & 2b, 1853 and types until 1868 (Scott #4 — 47B). 1870 saw a new de-
sign with denominations up to 5sh with three different
perfs and six watermarks, up to 1905. Twelve stamps of
this issue received various surcharged between 1889
and 1904.
